OVERNIGHT TEMPLE VISITS

It's something most tourists wouldn't (and probably shouldn't) attempt, but

once you've mastered a bit of Japanese and made a few Japanese friends,

there's nothing like a overnight stay a Buddhist temple to reveal what's

underneath a lot of the culture resounding around you.



The accommodations won't be fancy--expect tatamis and futons, shared rooms

(segregated by sex) and no maid service. Prices can vary, and are not always

cheap; they may or may not include meals. If meals are included, they'll be

communal, at set times (be sure to find out when), simple, and probably

vegetarian (beer and sake may be available, though). There'll be an early

(like 6am) religious service (reciting sutras, perhaps) which you may attend

(some will require it), and some temples may require you to do a little light

work (sort of like a youth hostel). They don't necessarily include baths,

either.



Most have strict opening and closing hours (i.e. gates closed at 9pm, lights

out at 10pm), and once inside you'll be expected to follow the rules of the

temple. Many require that every party contain at least one person fluent in

Japanese, to avoid misunderstandings, and it's hard to imagine being able to

appreciate what's happening around you without at least some Japanese ability.

In any case, reservations must be made at least several days in advance, in

Japanese, either over the phone, or by return postcard (ofuku hagaki).



What follows are only a small sample of temple lodgings across Japan. While

Kyoto is featured below, there are plenty of opportunities in many other

cities, like Tokyo and Chiba.

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JAPAN'S MOST WANTED: FOLK DEITIES

You may have seen these individuals across Japan--on temples, shrines,

businesses, in advertisements or on billboards. They have been known to travel

in a group, by boat, and are often seen around New Years. A gaijin's chances

of meeting them in person are slim, but knowing who they are, and what they

represent, will add another layer to your understanding of Japanese culture.



BENZAITEN

Female. Often seen holding a BIWA (a stringed instrument similar to a

mandolin), and accompanied by a sea snake. She is the goddess of art,

speaking, music and literature.



BISHAMON

Male. Wears a suit of armor, with a helmet and spear. He is a god of war, and

may be carrying a pagoda (to protect Buddhism).



DAIKOKU

Male. Usually carries a sack of treasure, and may have a lucky mallet in his

right hand. He is the god of wealth.



EBISU

Male. Bearded, smiling, often carrying a fishing pole with a large red fish

attached. He is the protector of sailors, and a symbol of success in business.



FUKUROKUJU

Male. Bald and overweight, he favors long, flowing robes. He represents

long-life, and wealth.



HOTEI

Male. A former Chinese beggar priest with a big belly and a wide grin. He

carries a large bag of presents for the needy, and should be considered

generous.



JUROJIN

Male. Distinguished by his white beard and cane (an attached scroll is

purported to list the lifetimes of all living things). He represents

longevity.
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CONTACTING AN ENGLISH SCHOOL BY PHONE

When you call Japan from the US, dial 011 (the international code), 81 (the

country code for Japan), the city code without the first "0" (for instance

Tokyo's code is "03", so you'd just dial "3"), and then the local phone

number. If you've got a touch tone phone, end dialing with the "#" key -- it

seems to connect you quicker. Unless you're comfortable speaking Japanese on

the phone, don't try it (a simple "moshi moshi" can get you in trouble fast).

But don't worry -- you're calling an English school, someone there must speak

it! Just be patient, and apologize frequently.
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CONTACTING AN ENGLISH SCHOOL BY MAIL

Including a Japanese language version of your letter (or at least a few

sentences of greeting) will make a good impression. In any case, write simply

and plainly. Avoid slang and jargon. Be honest and sincere about yourself and

your qualifications, but don't sell yourself short. Mention any teaching

experience. If you know Japanese, say so. Enthusiasm counts. Indicate that you

plan to stay in Japan for a long while. If you include a photo, make it a good

one. Above all, be clean and neat. Include a preaddressed envelope for their

reply, and enclose international reply coupons (stamps, available from your

local post office).
